Bulk Item and Brush Collection
Policy

The City of Italy, the City Council, and City staff deem it necessary to put in place a policy to set guidelines and manage the collection of Bulk items and Brush inside the City of Italy. This policy will define what items the City will collect and when the City will remove such items.

The items allowed for pick-up are:
1. Bulk items such as:

· Refrigerators

· Washers and Dryers

· Stoves

· And other such items.

2.
Brush and Tree limbs

· The brush and tree limbs must be bundled for easy handling.

· Tree limbs can not be longer than 3’ in length and no larger than 3” in diameter.

The items that are NOT allowed for pick-up:
· Tires

· Any kind of Batteries

· Large tree limbs (over the size stated above)

· Large amounts of scrap metal

· Any spoils due to remodel or tear down either done by contractors or the resident.


The City workers will collect these items on a monthly basis. The set day will be the 3rd Wednesday of every month. Any extra pick-up needed will need to be called into City Hall the day before it is needed. Extra collections will result in an extra charge on top of the regular garbage rate. The charge will be determined by the Public Works Director. Any items that are put out for pick-up before the 3rd Wednesday will be considered an extra collection and will incur an extra charge.
